Wayland Baptist University

Growth and progress are the buzzwords at 
Wayland Baptist University as the 2010-11 school 
year is underway. Plans are happening for exciting 
changes that will improve and expand academic and 
athletic offerings, improve facilities and adapt to the 
changing world of higher education.

The new strategic plan, titled “For Future 
Generations,” covers goals for 2010-15 and includes 
many areas that affect the Wayland experience for 
students and employees. Broken into three areas, 
the university seeks to accomplish the following:

•  Sustainability: Efforts will seek to improve the 
university’s performance as good stewards of the 
environment and natural resources, raise additional 
funds to sustain the university experience, develop 
a foundation, grow wellness initiatives on all 
campuses and maintain adequate facilities for 
students and staff.

•  Versatility: Plans call for maintaining updated 
technology, consistently improving academic 
programs and offerings to meet needs, integrating 
faith into every academic discipline and enhancing 
employee development.

•  Community: Measures will add community 
service, international travel and missions 
opportunities for campuses, grow athletics, student 
services and activities, and implement a customer 
relations management system.

Some of those initiatives are already in the 
works as the university announced a return to 
intercollegiate football for the fall of 2012 after 72 
years away from the sport. An initial core team of 
50 will start practice with a coach in the fall of 2011 
and competitive play will begin in 2012. Wayland 
will compete in the Central States Football League 
of the NAIA.

To accommodate that anticipated growth and to 
combat an already packed campus housing situation, 
a new 350-bed men’s dormitory is being planned in 
the very near future. The dorm will replace the 100-
bed McDonald Hall, the oldest residence hall on 
the campus, and add to its capacity to support the 
growing programs.

This year, the university begins intercollegiate 
wrestling for men and women, the first Texas school 
to offer it, as well as competitive cheer and dance. 
The men’s track and field team brought home a 
national championship in the outdoor competition 
in May, the first such win for the university. Coach 
Brian Whitlock was named NAIA Coach of the Year 
and long-distance runner Kennedy Kithuka of Kenya 
was named Outstanding Male Athlete.

On the academic front, a new major in environmental 
science speaks to a growing interest in that field, and 
Wayland’s graduate offerings grew by two with the 
addition of the Master of Arts in History and the Master 
of Arts in English.

The Second Century Campaign continues to raise 
funds for a new Flores Bible Building and the Wayland 
Mission Center, which is already providing numerous 
opportunities for students, employees and even area 
church members to make overseas mission trips and 
impact lives. The campaign also seeks to complete 
renovations to the Harral Auditorium complex, 
expanding the music facilities to accommodate a 
growing program, and add to endowed scholarships 
and professorships on the campus.

The Mission Center got a boost in 2010 with a 
$250,000 grant from the James A. “Buddy” Davidson 
Foundation in Midland to create an endowment to help 
offset travel expenses for foreign mission endeavors 
for students at Wayland who wish to experience those 
trips.

Wayland seeks to continue the traditions of 
excellence in academics, a strong faith heritage 
and service to community as well as a commitment 
to accessible education for people of all ages and 
interests. With nearly 6,000 students covering 13 
campuses across the U.S. and in Kenya, Wayland 
Baptist University is impacting the kingdom through 
higher education in a Christian environment.
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Athletic History

The home of Wayland Baptist University volleyball and basketball teams, as well as the WBU 
athletic offices, Hutcherson Center is located on the western side of the Wayland campus.  The 
3,000-seat facility was named in honor of the late Claude E. Hutcherson, a major donor to the 
building and sponsor of Flying Queen basketball for more than 50 years.

“The Hutch” officially opened on November 20, 1971, with a doubleheader that resulted in the 
Flying Queens beating Temple Junior College, 61-25, and the Pioneers defeating the College of 
Santa Fe by an 83-73 margin.  

It has undergone major renovations in recent years to the outer facade, lobby and concession 
areas.  Two new state-of-the-art scoreboards were also purchased, an expanded training room has 
been added, and new courtside bleachers have been installed.  

Just this year, the court itself was named after long-time athletic benefactors.  “Wilda and 
Harley Redin Court" was unveiled in a brief ceremony on Nov. 5 prior to the Flying Queens season 
opener against Huston Tillotson University.  

Redin Court at Hutcherson Center also plays host to numerous high school volleyball and 
basketball playoff games every year, as well as many other university and community events.m

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The Pete & Nelda Laney Student Activities Center is located 
on the west side of the campus just east of Hutcherson Center.  
The 50,000-square foot structure includes the Wayne Evans 
Gymnasium and the James & Eva Mayer Student Lounge.  

The massive gymnasium contains a regulation-size 
basketball court complete with fold-up bleacher seating and 
electronic scoreboards.  The area can also be converted into 
double courts.  

The lower level also includes full locker rooms with showers 
and dressing areas for men and women. 

Upstairs, the elevated indoor running track circles the gym, 
bordered by several classrooms that are used for physical 
education courses, and the cardiac/strength center with 
treadmills, elliptical machines, Nautilus weight machines, 
rowers, and a 25-foot climbing wall. An aerobics room with 
wood floors will accommodate Pilates, yoga and aerobics 
classes offered at Wayland.

The lounge area features a large projection television for 
student entertainment, pool tables, ping pong tables, and 
chairs and tables for the snack bar area.  

J.V. Hilliard Field is one of the most unique stadiums in the 
area. The 1,000-seat bowl type facility located just north of 
Hutcherson Center is actually below ground level, providing 
a useful and functional windbreak for West Texas winds. 
Completed in 1964 as a home for the Pioneer track and field 
teams, the stadium was originally known as the Wayland Bowl, 
but was renamed Hilliard Field in 1981 to honor Wayland’s 
first track coach and the driving force behind the construction 
of the stadium. 

Now the home to both the Pioneer track and field teams and 
the WBU soccer teams, Hilliard Field received a major facelift 
during the summer of 2009. The track surface received a 
complete overhaul, the soccer field was completely reseeded, 
and the press box, storage rooms and restrooms were painted 
and refurbished.

Just outside and to the west of the bowl area, a new fence 
was constructed, enclosing a new practice soccer field, and 
the shot put and discus pits. 

Dedicated in the spring of 1999, David & Myrt Wilder Field 
is the home of the Wayland Pioneer Baseball program and is 
one of the premiere facilities in the region. It features covered 
seating for 810, a full press box, inning-by-inning scoreboard,  
and attached practice infield. Restrooms, concessions, picnic 
plaza and a first-class sound system add to the baseball 
experience for visitors. 

The playing field is grass.  The outfield fence measures 325 
feet down the right- and left-field lines and 395 at the center 
field fence. In the evenings, the Pioneers play under eight 100’ 
light poles that encompass the baseball field. 

Right next to Wilder Field is the baseball fieldhouse, which 
contains two newly remodeled dressing rooms with a large, 
flat screen television, coaches offices, and three indoor batting 
cages.
